Hours of Operation and Tee Times 
 
Pro Shop Hours 
The pro shop will be open 15 minutes before the first tee time of the day and will remain open until 
dark. The first tee time of the day are as follows: 
 

• March and April:  weather dependent 

• May: 8:00 am 

• June-August: 6:30 am 

• September-October: 8:00 am 

 

Tee Times 
Tee times can be made up to 7 days in advance and can be booked in-person, online, or by telephone.   
Please call 507-931-4400, extension 1 to reach the pro shop. To make an online tee time visit our 
website www.shorelandcc.com, click on the tee time tab and follow the below steps: 
 

1. Select the date and tee time you would prefer. 
2. Select the number of players in your group (always select 4 people even if your group is smaller, 

unless you do not mind being paired with another party). 
3. Select “create new profile”. If you already have a profile set up, click “sign in” or “book with 

profile”. Once a profile is created, you can use it for future bookings.  
4. The booking system will ask for your credit card information to reserve your tee time; however, 

no charges will be made to the card.    
 
Tee times are blocked online when the course is restricted (9-holes only, no carts, etc.). Please call for 
available tee times if you see a large amount of time blocked off. 
 
Restricted Days and Times 
 

• Mondays: Couple’s League runs June through mid-August. Course closed from 4:00-8:00 pm. 

• Tuesdays: 2-Man Men’s League begins May 10; 9 holes only after 3:00 pm. 

• Wednesdays: Men’s Day standing tee times are available 11:00 am-6:30 pm for men 18 and 

over. The course is open to all for tee times before and after the restricted time.  

• Thursday mornings: Ladies morning standing tee times are available 9:00-10:00 am for ladies 

beginning in May, or earlier, weather permitting. The course is open to all for tee times before 

and after the restricted time.   

• Thursday evenings: Ladies League begins May 12; 9 holes only after 3:00 pm. 

 

 
 



2023 League Information 
 
Monday Couple’s League 
Cost: $250 for members, $375 for non-members 
Includes: Golf, food, and prizes for the season (cart not included but required). 
Dates and time: The league is a 6:00 pm shotgun start June 5-August 21. No league on July 3 or August 
14.   
 
Tuesday 2 Man Men’s League 
Cost: $80/player  
Includes: Prizes and handicap for the season (non-member green fees are not included). 
Dates and times: The league is a 5:45 pm shotgun start May 9-August 22. No league on July 4 or August 
8.  
Format: Each player will play their own ball the entire match. Teams are awarded one point on each 
hole for both low ball and low total. A half point will be given to each side when there is a tie. Two 
points will be given to the team with the lowest overall net total for the entire match. The handicap 
strokes given will go off the low player in the match. Each match is played for a total of 20 points. 
 
Thursday Morning Ladies  
This informal league does not require a sign up, arrive 9:00-10:00 am to be paired in a group upon 
arrival. League starts in May, or sooner. Watch for communication on an earlier start day if it’s a warm 
spring.  
 
Thursday Ladies 9-hole League (2-Gal) 
Cost: $40/player 
Includes: Prizes for the season (non-member green fees are not included). 
Dates and times: League runs for 14 weeks from May 11-August 14 with a 5:45 pm shotgun start weekly. 
Format: A 2-gal scramble format will be played.  
 
It’s a casual, fun affair open to players of all levels. No league on June 8.    
 
Monday 9-hole Junior League (ages 11-17) 
Cost: $30 for members, $75 for non-members 
Includes: Golf, prizes, and pizza party!  
Dates and times: The 8-week league runs June 12-August 7, with no league on July 3. Tee times run 8:00-
9:00 am.  
 
A skill evaluation will be done with Jason Harrell, PGA on the first day of league. Returning participants 
may choose to opt out of the instructional format the first week. This league is a great way for kids to 
meet new players and build friendships for a lifetime! To participate, children must be able to walk 9 
holes, unsupervised, and have prior golfing experience. 
 

 
 
 



Golf Course and Facilities 
 
Golf Course 
Shoreland Country Club has 4 sets of tees to fit any level of play, including a set of family tees which give 
younger players and beginners a shorter course to play and to help with pace of play. The family tee 
scorecards are available in the pro shop. Standard pace of play is 3 hours and 45 minutes for 18 holes 
and 1 hour and 50 minutes for 9 holes. 
 
Driving Range 
The driving range holds the same hours as the pro shop, but will be closed for maintenance from 5:00 
pm Wednesdays until mowing is finished on Thursday mornings. Driving range balls may be picked up in 
the pro shop and empty bags can be returned to the return bucket on the range. Any unused range balls 
must be left on the range for collection. Keeping extra bags of range balls is strictly forbidden.   
 
Lakeside at Shoreland 
Lakeside is a full-service restaurant, bar, and banquet facility (275 capacity) open to the public. With two 
floors featuring a bar on both levels, Lakeside offers sit-down service or grab and go items for golfers on 
the run. For the hot days of summer, our lower-level features ice cream treats, cold drinks, and pool 
service. Want to watch and not play? Have a seat on the upper-level deck to watch golfers tackle the 
18th hole along the backdrop of beautiful Lake Emily. Golf fans can also watch golf on one of our many 
TVs on both levels.

Member Benefits 
 
Guest Passes 
Full Single memberships will receive two and Full Family memberships will receive four guest passes. 
Each pass entitles your accompanied guest to a discounted rate of $30 for 18 holes including their seat 
in a cart. These passes are handed out each season in the pro shop. The accompanied member must be 
in the group with their guest.  Youth, Single 19-29, Family 20+, and Social Pool memberships do not 
qualify for guest passes. 
 
Reciprocal Cards 
Reciprocal cards are available to all full memberships, excluding youth. With the reciprocal program, 
members receive a discounted rate for 18 holes, including carts, at nine other courses! The contact 
information for each course can be found on the back of the cards, which can be picked up in the pro 
shop. The program allows two visits per season at each course.   
 
Member Charge System 
All memberships are eligible to enroll in the optional member charge system. This system allows you to 
set up an account with a valid credit card to charge any purchases or fees throughout your time at 
Shoreland or Lakeside. An automatic 18% gratuity will be applied to all food and beverage charges. 
Charges are entered by your server when their shift ends; however, charges are processed on your card 
on Mondays and Thursdays each week. You may choose to opt in to email receipts, which are generated 
when charges are entered by the server. To set up your account, please visit the clubhouse. Members 
will be notified if their credit card is declined or expires.
